Notes

1. Use 5mm returns for additional strength if possible. (Use 3mm aluminium or 1.5mm steel)

2. Type "A" holes are M8 clearance. i.e. 8.5mm dia, for mounting the GIVI plate to bracket with M8 Allen head bolt, washer and nut.

3. Type "B" Holes are M6 clearance, i.e. 6.5mm dia, for fixing to bike via M6 allen head bolts, and spacers.

4. Use 15mm O.D. aluminium spacers of 40mm length for front fixings to bike with 50mm Allen Head M6 Bolt

5. Use 15mm O.D. aluminium spacers of  29mm length for rear fixings to bike with 40 mm Allen Head M6 Bolt

6. Ensure that you fit correct length bolts so that the bolt does not protude into fuse holder which is under front fixings.

7. These M6 bolts pick up on the M6 Captive fixings which originally hold down the rear plastic plate.

8. These fixings are hidden under two rubber strips which should be removed, front first

9. Note that these rubber strips are permanantly fixed to the plastic at the rear with star washers -  snip these off to enable removal
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
